On Saturday November 15 from 5 to 9 pm the Punto sull'Arte's season will be opened by the exhibition AttrACTION. For this occasion three artists, recognized both at a national and international level, will exhibit their works: MATTEO PUGLIESE, ANDREA MARICONTI e HARDING MEYER”.

The exhibition focuses upon the attractive power which can be revealed by bodies and glances. The three chosen artists describe mankind through different languages, though using the same expressive power. 

The bodies by MATTEO PUGLIESE (Milan, 1969), who is one of the most interesting and fascinating contemporary sculptors. Some of his works have been sold by the main auction houses -  Christie’s, Sotheby’s, Pandolfini – always reaching good results. His works are warriors refined by classical suggestions yet prisoners of a brutal matter, seized during the culminating fight, the moment before liberation; explosions of contracted power sculpted into bronze. 

The majestic and impressive faces by HARDING MEYER (Porto Alegre, Brazil, 1964) whose hypnotic and clear glances are tempered by the soft and ethereal strokes which turn them into timeless icons. 

The portraits by ANDREA MARICONTI (Lodi, 1978), hanging between the passion for tiny, almost photographic, details and the need of liberating the matter, letting it dissolving, exploding, to explore third dimension. 

MATTEO PUGLIESE: born in Milan in 1969. In 1978 he moved to Sardinia with his family and,  at the conclusion of his high school, he came back to Milan to attend University. He graduated in 2005 in Modern Letters with a thesis upon Art criticism. Since he was young he demonstrated an inclination towards painting and sculpture, fields which he analysed as a self-educated. He started his exhibitions in Milan in 2001, then realizing solo shows in Europe and Asia. His works have been presented at national and international exhibitions (Hong Kong, Madrid, Bologna, Milan, Paris) and are permanently exposed into Italian and foreign galleries (Rome, London, Lugano, New York, Brussels and The Hague). He lives and works between Milan and Barcelona. 
HARDING MEYER: born in Porto Alegre (Brazil) in 1964. From 1987 to 1993 he attended the Art Academy of Kkarlsruhe, in Germany, attending the lessons by Prof. Max Kaminski e Prof. Helmut Dorner. Since 2000 he realizes solo and group exhibitions in Germany, Italy, Austria, Switzerland, Canada, Qatar, Great Britain, France, Belgium and Portugal. He took part into the most important international Art exhibitions: Arte Fiera Bologna, Art Basel Miami, Art Cologne, Art Chicago, Miart Milan, Art Brussels, Art Frankfurt and many others. He lives and works in Germany. 

ANDREA MARICONTI was born in Lodi in 1978. He graduated in 2001, major visual arts, at the Accademia di Belle Arti di Brera and in Scenography in 2006. In 2005 he attended a workshop held by Anselm Kiefer, during the setting up of the installation Seven Heavenly Palaces at the Hangar Bicocca. From 2003 he regularly participates into solo and group exhibitions and is invited to the most important shows of contemporary art. In 2011 he won the UNESCO Prize for Contemporary Art. He lives and works between Cremona and Milan.
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
