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MARICA FASOLI’s exhibition is planned to open on June 18, ending at the end of July.
An overview of 50 years of history reproduced upon fifty-two oil paintings size 11,5 x 15cm. Able to reproduce reality in a mesmerising way, virtuoso of the trompe-l’oeil, Marica Fasoli creates a pop hyperrealism based upon sugary and playful chromes.
Thus she narrates a part of our past, from 1950 to 2001, choosing an emblematic moment for each year and describing it through her unique ironic and intense flair. Through a careful analysis, she discovered emotionally meaningful events throughout history, news, art, music, cinema, politics and lifestyle. From the commercialization of the Barbie (1959) to the suicide of Marilyn Monroe (1962); from the consecration of Pop Art during the 32nd Biennial in Venice (1964) to the murder of Aldo Moro (1978); from the identification of patient zero for AIDS (1984) to the rehabilitation of Galileo Galilei by the Vatican (1992) until the Twin Towers attack (2001). Paper is the leitmotiv, crinkly and ripped wrapping paper, glued newspapers, papers from comics and books, flutter between reality and artifice, like nostalgic travel notes.
MARICA FASOLI was born in Bussolengo (Verona) in 1977. She lives and works in San Giorgio in Salici (Verona). She graduated in 1995 as an Art Teacher at the public Arts High School in Verona, in 1997 she post graduated with highest honours in Conservation and Maintenance of wooden and canvas artifacts at the Istituti Santa Paola in Mantova. In 2006 she mastered in Artistic Anatomy at the Academy of Fine Arts in Verona. After the degree, her main activity entailed in prestigious restoration works (among which paintings by Tiziano, Jacopo Bassano and Cignaroli, and the frescos of the Giottesque School of Santa Chiara in Assisi which were damaged by the earthquake). Since 2002 she gradually abandoned restoration, focusing upon painting; since 2006 she concentrated her expressiveness and artistic research upon hyperrealism, thus formulating two distinct yet complementary currents: 1- ‘invisible people’, shirts/sweatshirts/t-shirts which, even lacking of their owners, reveal their physicality. This research, through the representation of the container rather than its content, aims at focusing upon surface and content, being and appearing. 2- the “3D”, torn and broken boxes/postboxes/packaging whose internal subjects/objects can be glimpsed, through an hyperrealistic and three-dimensional representation which merges with a reflection upon the content of the work .

The artist has obtained rewards at various competitions and held exhibitions at galleries, expositions, museums and foundations, among which: Rocca Paolina in Perugia, Museo di Santa Giulia in Brescia, Villa Contarini (54th Biennial in Venice), Fondazione Matalon in Milan, Museo Internazionale della Musica in Bologna,  Palazzo delle Esposizioni in Turin, Palazzo della Permanente in Milan, Museo Civico Parisi-Valle in Maccagno, Castel Sismondo  in Rimini, Mambo Villa delle Rose in Bologna, Museo Pecci in Prato, Palazzo del Broletto in Novara, Biblioteca Centrale Nazionale in Rome.
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
